5. At least 20 hours of community service (service for the benefit of others) documented on agency or
organization letterhead.

6. A copy of the acceptance letter at the college or university that you will be attending.

7. Atyped essay of no more than 500 words on the essay topic listed on last page of application.

All recipients will be notified by the end of the school year. Scholarship recipients may be required to
participate in and read their essay at the Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc. lota Zeta Chapter Annual Awards
Banquet. More information will be provided to recipients once notified.
